4.5.4 Sponsored Events
The main conference sponsorship activity of WG 10.5 is the annual IFIP/IEEE International  Conference on Very Large Scale Integration, "VLSI-SOC" Conference. The 21th venue, co-sponsored by IEEE CEDA and CASS, ACM SIGDA, Özyeğin University and Yeditepe University, with the support of five industrial sponsors ( Dialog, Ericsson, Synopsys, Maxim Integrated, Intel) took place in Istanbul, October 8-10, 2013. The Conference  was organized and chaired by H. Fatih Uğurdağ, Özyeğin University, Turkey and Luis Miguel Silveira, INESC ID/IST – TU Lisbon, Portugal. Program co-chairs were Alex Orailoğlu, UC San Diego, USA and Luigi Carro, UFRGS, Brazil. The program committee of 94 members was structured into 12 technical tracks.

The Conference received 233 submissions from 27 countries. The Technical Program Committee selected 48 regular papers for oral presentation (21.5% acceptance rate) and 19 short papers for posters (8,5% acceptance rate). The program also included three keynotes by Dr. Sani Nassif (IBM Austin Research Lab) on " VLSI 2.0: R&D Post Moore", (University of Texas Austin) on " The Run-time System: Part of the operating system or part of the chip design? ", and Dr. Magdy Abadir (Director Freescale) on " Data Mining Trends in VLSI Test". Two special sessions and three embedded tutorials complemented a very full three days program.

The program included also a PhD Forum. PhD students from Third World and emerging countries were sponsored by WG 10.5 to participate in the Conference.
The best paper award was given to Michael Schaffner, Pascal Hager, Lukas Cavigelli, Pierre Greisen, Frank Gürkaynak and Hubert Kaeslin for their work titled "A Real-Time 720p Feature Extraction Core Based on Semantic Kernels Binarized". 

The PhD Forum best presentation award was given to Upasna Vishnoi for the poster titled " Systematically and Quantitatively Optimized Area and Energy-Efficient Matrix Decomposition Accelerators".

The VLSI-SoC proceedings are available via IEEE Xplore. In addition, extended versions of 13 papers have been selected for publication in a post-conference book, to be published before VLSI-SoC 2014 by Springer, under an agreement with IFIP.
